The City of Reading, Our City Reading, Inc. and the Reading Housing Authority welcomes the opportunity to address the foreclosure crisis
within the City through the usage and implementation of Neighborhood Stabilization Funding 2. The City is fortunate enough to have the
commitment of two very strong partners with a long, proven track record of success in rehabilitating housing units and providing decent, safe
and affordable homes to low/mod individuals and families. Census tracts were identified due to the high impact of vacancy and foreclosure
rates &ndash the consortium wanted to have the most direct impact on the targeted geography that met HUD&rsquos criteria, among which,
will have funding going to the purchase and rehabilitation of single family dwellings and no multi-family dwellings even considered for funding.
We are confident that this team can meet all rules and requirements (25% of funding to 50% below area medium income for example) set forth
and look forward to getting to work on undertaking this momentous assignment.
